Here are some tips on soliciting donations: 
 - As you are shopping or going about your business, ask potential donors if 

they would like to make a tax-deductible donation to Grattan School. 

 - Give them a copy of the solicitation letter, tell them about the Fun Fest 
and that proceeds from the event will fund our unique programs (e.g.: 
the greening and gardening program, our dance program, the computer 
lab) 

 - Finally, be sure to fill out the enclosed donation form (leave the bottom 
copy with the merchant, return the white copy to school) and thank 
them for their generosity.  

  
What do I do with my donations? 
 Please turn donations in to the office with Linda.  Please make sure that 

a donation form accompanies each item.  This allows the auction team to 
create an auction catalog (printed and on-line) for your preview!  The 
donation form also enables donors to receive a tax write-off and a thank 
you note from the PTA. Turn donation forms in to the basket marked 
“Completed Auction Donation Forms” in the school office.
